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Holes by Louis Sachar is amazing book which catches the readers interest and keeps you fascinated until the very end.

The story focuses on Stanley Yelnats, a young man, who always seems to always be in the wrong place at the wrong time. His family claims it is the result of a curse put on his great-great grandfather. The story really launches when Stanley is falsely convicted of a crime and chooses to go to Camp Green Lake.


Once Stanley is there he meets some very unusual characters, but most importantly a series of "unlucky" events leads Stanley to meet new challenges, make new friends, and discover his own strengths in the process.


Sachar does an excellent job with a complex plot which combines three stories and a hundred year timeline. Believable characters draw the reader into the story and make you believe that there really is an ancient family curse, a tragic love story, and a group of boys trapped at Camp Green Lake digging holes. Each character is unique and each adds depth to the story. This book is a just right mix of humor and suspense.


If you like books with a strong and complex plot and unique characters this is the book for you! I really recommend that pre-teens and teens take the opportunity to enjoy this true now classic young adult novel.
