Monday- incorporate suggestions from your PAT conference.  Write a satisfying ending.  
Tuesday- keep revising.

 Wednesday we will be editing your story. Use tips from class to work on final copy. 

Thursday- begin editing final copy. 

If time, we will begin typing it up on Friday.
Your memoir is due on Monday, Dec. 16.  It needs to be typed up and submitted with your writer’s notebook and PATS conference form.   Along with your draft, you should also have a list of 5-6 titles, as well as a title that hooks.  If you haven’t included dialogue, then you were supposed to rewrite two paragraphs with dialogue to practice punctuation. (last week’s homework) 

Use your exemplars of memoirs- “The Follower”, “The Great Mouse Plot”, and student exemplar, “The day we got the dog,”
You will be evaluated in the following areas:
Content -a defining moment, details that show what happened and how others responded, it should be focused

Organization- begin with an interesting lead (may need to try a few), logical order (transitions), and a satisfying conclusion

Word choice- strong verbs and figurative language- similes, metaphors, alliteration, onomatopoeia, 
Voice- person’s thoughts and feelings are shared; the writer shows concern for the subject
Sentence Structure- vary sentence types, lengths, and beginnings
Conventions-proper capitalization; commas after transitional phrases; commas before conjunctions; proper punctuation of dialogue; spelling.
