Answering Short Answer Reading Comprehension Questions
Rule #1: Read the whole question carefully.  Make sure you answer the entire question.
Rule #2: Look back to the text to find the answer. 
Rule #3: Write your answer in complete sentences.  Start with a capital letter and do NOT start with “because”.
Rule #4: Put the question stem in your answer.
Rule #5: Always support your answer with evidence from the text (examples or quotes).
Rule #6: Do not assume that your teacher knows what you mean.  The teacher should not have to make an inference about your answer.
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
