Week 1

General Assignment

Be sure to clearly mark each answer and pass in answers in the order that the work is assigned.

Week One-General Assignment

A. Read the first quarter of your novel and then answer the next questions.

B. Provide the details of the Exposition for the novel. (Be sure to read your notes for the details of what Exposition actually means.)  When answering this question be sure to use direct quotes from the novel.
C. Authors do not choose titles randomly. They are usually symbolic in some way. They are meant to make you curious and to provide some clues as to the nature of the story. Explain your novels title in a paragraph of 10-14 sentences. Be sure to include quotes from your novel to explain your ideas.
